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Specialty Critique  Judge: Jackie Harrington

I would like to thank the committee and members for allowing 
me to judge the Pacifi c Saluki Specialty. The weather and show 
grounds were perfect and made for a beautiful weekend. My 
ring steward was exceptional and kept things moving smoothly, 
which is always greatly appreciated. Hospitality was wonderful 
along with a very tasty lunch. Each and every one of you made 
it a very special weekend event. A special “thank you” to Marga-
ret Coe for taking time out of her day to show me around your 
beautiful area. Many laughs, great food and gracious exhibitors.

I was impressed with the overall quality of the dogs. On any 
given day ribbons could have been reversed but I judge dogs on 
the day. What I found in the entry and what the standard allows 
for is diversity in the breed. I do have my biases about certain 
matters and moderation in the breed is my main focal point. 
I like to see dogs stand on their own and move on a loose lead. 
Dogs that exhibit a fl owing gait without bounce to the topline 
are more effi cient, allowing it to function correctly. Colour is 
immaterial to me. What is of great importance is the outline 
and balance of the Saluki. When I speak of moderation I speak 
of bone, size of the dog, width of back and front, rib spring and 
angulation. 

Winners Dog came from the Open class. Within the classes 
it was nice to see a variety in type. When judging this class one 
had to look to the fi ner details of the breed. Feet, eye colour 
and shape, along with head planes. Winners Dog was Dadaelis 
Kushiel Scion Of T’Cai, SC. The Winners Dog possessed a fl ow-
ing gait and was very sound on the down and back. The dog is 
nicely balanced with a strong back and holds it on the move. His 
moderate rear and the fl ow of his neck into fi ne shoulders made 
me take notice. This dog was in excellent condition. Reserve 
Winners Dog, Dadaelis Bzantium Kokkinos Pethi was an im-
pressive red smooth dog with nice balance and good movement 
not as mature and fi nished as the Winners Dog.

The Veteran Dog class went to Ch. Excelsior One Fine Day. 
This dog has aged well and had beautiful side gait.

It was a small entry in bitches and the Winners Bitch ribbon 
went to Scmitars Zenyetta. A young bitch that drew attention 
to herself. Lovely tuckup and easy gait, a bit of a bounce go-
ing around the ring but because of her age this was taken into 
consideration. On a few of the bitches I would have liked to see 
more underjaw. Within the bitch classes conditioning was a fac-
tor on the placements.

Veteran bitch, Ch. Burydown Heleric Lahni, FCh., at 13 
years of age, is in great condition. Moderate girl extremely spry 
and sound. Beautiful far-reaching look in the eye, does not 
command the ring but yet you knew she was there.

Specials Only

Many of the entries deserved recognition but too few ribbons. 
My Best of Breed award went to the Winners Dog Dadaelis 
Kushiel Scion Of T’Cai, SC. This black-and-silver dog is moder-
ate in his angles, solidly built, with true Saluki movement. He 
has a nice underline with a deep chest. Best of Opposite Sex 
went to Ch. Hillside’s Alabama of Lightspeed. This bitch is 
moderate. She has a nice deep chest that goes up into a won-
derful tuckup. On this day she didn’t seem to want to be there 
and needed more command of the ring. 

Award of Merit went to Ch. Sadik Sansur Wind. When this 
dog entered the ring my eye was drawn to him. Heavily feath-
ered in great condition. If I had my choice, however, I would 
have liked a little shorter back.

I was honoured to judge so many beautiful dogs. Congratula-
tions to the winners.
